Performance Task(s) Summary in G.R.A.S.P.S. form

Your goal is to create a "galley proof" of a non-fiction chapter book.  You are an author who has just completed research on "polar bears".   Your editor at XYZ Publishing Company has reviewed your research manuscript on polar bears. She is excited about the possibility of publishing your research as a chapter book for children. Using your "manuscript", your editor asks you to create a galley proof which includes a title page, table of contents, chapters with headings, * text, images with captions (pull captions from text), a glossary, and an index. When your galley proof is complete, it will be reviewed to ensure that you've followed the acceptable format for a non-fiction chapter book
